3. HAZARD IDENTIFICATION

Limited evidence of a carcinogenic effect.
Toxic: Danger of very serious irreversible effects through inhalation, in contact with skin and if
swallowed.

Solvent will have a defatting action on the skin making it more susceptible to dermatitis and
sensitisation. Inhalation of vapours may cause headaches or dizziness.

4.  FIRST AID MEASURES

First Aid - Inhalation

If breathing stops or shows signs of failing, give artificial respiration. Obtain medical attention
urgently.

First Aid - Skin

Wash with plenty of soap and water. If irritation persists, seek medical advice.

First Aid - Eyes

First Aid - Ingestion

Rinse mouth with water then give plenty of water to drink. Do not induce vomiting. Obtain
medical attention urgently.

10. STABILITY AND REACTIVITY

The product is relatively stable under normal conditions of use.
The primary component (methylene chloride) will decompose on red hot surfaces, in electric arcs
or naked flame to evolve predominately hydrochloric acid and a trace amount of phosgene gas.
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11. TOXICOLOGICAL INFORMATION

Inhalation

Toxic by inhalation. This product contains a volatile solvent, methylene chloride, which is a
Category 3 Carcinogen, which means there is no evidence of carcinogenicity in humans and
limited evidence in animal inhalation studies. Exposure to significant vapour concentrations or
injestion of large quantities can take some time to eliminate from the body. Large concentrations
can be fatal due to CNS effects.

Skin
Toxic in contact with skin. Solvent may remove essential oils from the skin making it susceptible
to attack from other chemicals.

Eyes
Contact with eyes will cause irritation.

Ingestion

This product is considered toxic if swallowed. This product contains methanol which if ingested is
slowly metabolised to Formaldehyde and Formic acid which may cause damage to the optic
nerve leading to blindness.

12. ECOLOGICAL INFORMATION

The product should not go into drains or surface water. May cause long-term adverse effects in
the aquatic environment.
